The Parish Finance Council is pleased to share with you the 
semi-annual Parish Financial Update. We are so thankful to you 
for the spiritual and financial support you have demonstrated 
during these past two years of the pandemic, it is remarkable.  
 

The parish is 35 weeks into our Fiscal Year, which ends on 
June 30. Our weekly collection continues to grow, with a  
weekly average of $31,438, a 1.9% increase over last fiscal year. 
Due to careful cost management, the parish has once again 
lived within the resources you provided. We are almost at our 
goal of consistently receiving $32,000 per week. Our OLG 
ministry and outreach needs continue to grow. If you find 
yourself in a position where you can give a little more to help 
us achieve our goal of $32,000 per week, then we ask that you 
please do so. Parish Giving (electronic giving) is an easy way to 
donate safely and securely; it continues to be our lifeline. We 
are delighted that adoption of egiving continues to grow, we 
now have over 300 regular participants. More details about 
signing up for egiving can be found on our website. 
 

Today, we are publicly introducing our Legacy Campaign as a 
means to secure our financial future. As you know, our annual 
Sunday collections support nearly 50 ministries, staff salaries, 
utilities and general upkeep. The goal of the Legacy Campaign 
is to pay off the $2.4 million in balloon payments due in May 
2024 and to begin to pay down the $6.3 million long-term 
mortgage to relieve the financial obligation on the parish.  
 

The silent phase of the campaign began in Fall of 2020 and  
has received $2,033,000 in pledges. We are happy to announce 
that on December 31, 2021, we paid off the first balloon  
payment of $1.4 million. Due to the early payment, we saved 
$93,000 in interest payments. We need your help to raise the 
remaining $400,000 to pay off the second balloon payment. 
This weekend, we are launching a three year campaign to reach 
this goal. In the pew, you will find a pamphlet discussing the 
Legacy Campaign. We ask that you take one home with you 
and prayerfully consider your support. We are also sending a 
general mailing to the entire parish registry to introduce the 
Legacy Campaign. We are very grateful to those who have  
contributed thus far and have enabled us to successfully payoff 
the first balloon payment. 
 

Again, thank you for your generosity and support. Please know 
that while this talk is focused on our financial health, the  
Finance Council exists, along with the Pastoral Council and  
the Evangelization Committee, as stewards of your finances to 
ensure we live our spiritual mission of being a church dedicated 
to growing disciples and making church matter, along with the 
current initiative in partnership with the Archdiocese, “Nothing 
Compares to Being There” which is focused on bringing the  
faithful back to in-person celebration of the Mass.
