January 7, 2021 
 
Like so many Americans, I watched the violent protests and 
vandalism unfold in the United States Capitol with shock and 
dismay.

In the name of the people of the Archdiocese of Philadelphia,  
I express my prayerful gratitude to all government law  
enforcement agents who worked to restore order to the Capitol 
as well as our elected officials and their staff members who 
lived and worked through a dark day in our history to ensure 
the peaceful transition of power.  
 
May God grant us wisdom as we seek common ground as 
Americans and may He bring peace to our land. Today is a new 
day. It is a call for all people of faith to lift their hearts in prayer 
for our country and for healing in a spirit of unity rooted in 
who we are—citizens of the United States of America.
