On behalf of the Parish Finance Council, I am pleased to
present our semi-annual update.

First, the spiritual and financial support continually
demonstrated by our parishioners is truly a source of
inspiration. Please know that we are profoundly grateful for

all you do. We atre happy to inform you that the number of
parishioners who attend mass in-person continues to increase,
slowly but surely. We find this very encouraging as we ease our
way out of the pandemic. Be assured that we will continue to
offer livestreaming.

Second, as mentioned previously, our Sunday collection goal
is $32,000 per week to maintain financial solvency. We hope
to achieve our goal this fiscal year with strong financial
management and your help, as well as through evangelization
and outreach. We want to welcome back parishioners and
encourage new parishioners to join our OLG family.

We are 35 weeks into the fiscal year, which ends on June 30.
Our weekly collection continues to slowly grow, with an
average weekly collection of $31,546, a 0.3% increase over
last year. If you have not already done so, we encourage all
parishioners to sign up today for Parish Giving, our
electronic collection program. We are so thankful to the 316
families, representing 49% of the 641 parishioner families who
regularly give, who have transitioned to this easy, safe and
secure method of financially supporting OLG. We would like
to grow egiving participation to 65% by this time next year.
